Fleet Numerical is one of three participants under the Weather Research and Forecasting (WRF) National Concept of Operations Framework signed April 01, 2004. In support of this program, Fleet Numerical will terminate production of the CONUS COAMPS region on October 27, 2004 and requests METOC customers of the North American continent to use NCEP's 

Eta model. Currently the Eta model is run over the North American continent at a 12-kilometer resolution but a phased implementation plan will achieve enhancements of six high-resolution windows that cover sub-continental regions on an 8-kilometer grid.
